New Artist Submission Form and Agreement
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Eligibility: To be eligible, artists must be living in the Columbia Gorge region (see map above). Artists
who meet this requirement and would like their work considered, must submit original pieces to be juried.
Photographs and prints of original works should only be used to supplement original pieces. Submissions
must be of artwork that is available for display/sale and created in the last two years. Upon acceptance,
artists must join as members at the annual rate of $35.

Application Deadlines: Evaluations take place on a quarterly basis. The dates for 2012 are listed below.
Drop off and pick up take place during gallery business hours (11am — 5pm).

Drop off: Sunday, January 15 Pick up: Wednesday, January 18
Drop off: Sunday, April 8 Pick up: Wednesday, April 11
Drop off: Sunday, July 8 Pick up: Wednesday, July 11
Drop off: Sunday, October 7 Pick up: Wednesday, October 10

Drop off: Sunday, January 13 (2013) Pick up: Wednesday, January 16 (2013)

Selection Process:

A committee juries artists into Columbia Art Gallery. The committee is comprised of members of the
community and artists, all of whom are volunteers. Artists will be notified by mail within 30 days of
submitting their work. Regardless of the committee’s decision, submitted work must be picked up unless
other arrangements are made with the gallery manager. Work that is not picked up within 3 months becomes
property of Columbia Art Gallery.

Submission Details:
Submitted work should be presented in a professional manner and be accompanied by all necessary hardware
to be displayed properly for the jury committee’s evaluations.



Aurtists are expected to submit samples of their work that best represent their achievement in a particular
medium. For artists who work large, this means 3-5 pieces, for artist who work on small scale this could
mean 6-8 pieces. An art resume and/or artist statement should accompany work.

Artists proficient in multiple media and wishing to have each represented in the gallery, must complete a
separate submission for each medium.

All work in Columbia Art Gallery is on consignment. The Gallery takes 30%-40% of the retail price. The
standard consignment rate is 40%, but artists who regularly volunteer 8 or more hours a month earn an extra
10% commission (Artist 60% :: Gallery 40% or Volunteer Artist 70% :: Gallery 30%).

New Member Info:

Juried members are free to rotate artwork in and out of the gallery. Each First Friday of the month, the
gallery opens a new featured exhibition. This exhibition usually takes up just under half of the gallery
display space. The other half is reserved for our juried artist members. It is our preference to have new
artwork dropped off the last week of each month so we can be sure to hang it when we rearrange the gallery
for the featured exhibition. Priority will be given to new work—so make sure you rotate new inventory into
the gallery at regular intervals (every 3 months is our recommendation). When you do switch out inventory,
we encourage you to bring in several pieces that will display well as body of work (similar framing or work
based on a similar theme). Paperwork must be filled out for all artwork entering and exiting the gallery.

# Title Medium Retail Price*

* Note—retail price means the price at which an item will be sold at our gallery. This includes the 30% -
40% commission. If you know how much you want to get for a piece, simply use the following formula to
calculate the retail price. Please set prices at even dollar amounts (example: $2.00, NOT $1.99).
FOMULA: Artist Cut + Artist Commission = Retail Price

EXAMPLE: You want $150 + .60 (60%) = $250
